Popeõs Prayer Intention for July 2023 
             For a Eucharistic Life  

 

We pray that Catholics may place the celebration of the Eucharist at the heart of their lives, transforming   
relationships in a very deep way and opening to an encounter with God and all their brothers and sisters. 

Iôm a husband, dad, son and professor.  At times, itôs hard to integrate all these gifts and responsibilities into a 
coherent whole. Iôm always a little bit guilty, wary that Iôm failing in each of these roles.  Perhaps, Iôm an  
average husband, a mediocre dad, a rather terrible son, and an absentee professor.   
It is in the Eucharist that I receive an answer to my (sometimes self-absorbed) worries.  My life, in the end, is 
not about me.  Itôs not about how excellent a husband, dad, son, or professor I am.  Rather, my life is about 
gift.  If I live according to the gift of the Eucharist, the self-giving love of the Word made flesh, I will become 
the integrated person I hope to be. 
All of this is rather good news.  The presence of our Lord is gift beyond gift.  The Lordôs sacrifice is available 
in my parish, where the sacrifice of the Mass is offered.  There, he gives Himself to me in bread-once-bread 
and wine-once-wine.  But further, he invites me to make a return gift of myself.  My whole self; Tim, the  
husband; Tim, the dad; Tim, the son; Tim, the professor.  Lift up your heart, Tim, to the Lord.  Leave nothing 
behind, because I, Jesus Christ, gave it all.  Thatôs the integrating center.  Itôs not a magical solution found in 
a self-help manual.  Itôs becoming the gift that you receive in Jesus. 
This is the Eucharistic life.  Itôs making every moment of every day an offering back to the Father through the 
Son in the unity of the Spirit.  Itôs not my own work, which is why I go again and again to Mass.  I receive 
that I might give to others.  And every gift I give is completed in the mystery of the Eucharist.  Iôm a husband, 
dad, son and professor, but most of all, I am to become the gift that I receive at every Mass. 
Daily offering prayer: O Jesus, through the Immaculate Heart of Mary, I offer You my prayers, works, joys, 
and sufferings of this day in union with the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass throughout the world.  I offer them for 
all the intentions of Your Sacred Heart:  the salvation of souls, reparation for sin, and the reunion of all  
Christians.  I offer them for the intentions of our bishops and for those recommended by our Holy Father.  
Grace: We pray for the gift of receiving the Eucharist with a mind and heart that recognize that it is Jesus' 
Body, Blood, Soul and Divinity; and a heart that is open to having this Eucharist transform our hearts to be 
more like His.   
Scripture: ñI am the living bread that came down from heaven. Whoever eats this bread will live forever. This 
bread is my flesh, which I will give for the life of the world.ò  Jesus said, ñVery truly I tell you, unless you eat 
the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you have no life in you. Whoever eats my flesh and drinks 
my blood has eternal life, and I will raise them up at the last day. For my flesh is real food and my blood is 
real drink. Whoever eats my flesh and drinks my blood remains in me, and I in them. Just as the living Father 
sent me and I live because of the Father, so the one who feeds on me will live because of me. This is the 
bread that came down from heaven. Whoever feeds on this bread will live forever.ò John 6:51-58 
Quote: ñThe Bread of Life, in fact, heals rigidity and transforms it into docility.  The Eucharist heals because 
it unites with Jesus: it makes us assimilate his way of living, his ability to break himself apart and give      
himself to brothers and sisters, to respond to evil with good.  He gives us the courage to go outside of        
ourselves and bend down with love toward the fragility of others.  As God does with us.  This is the logic of 
the Eucharist:  we receive Jesus who loves us and heals our fragilities in order to love others and help them in 
their fragilities; and this lasts our entire life.ò (Pope Francis, Angelus)

Forever I will sing of your steadfast love, O Lord.  

The liturgy this week continues to instruct us in the elements of discipleship.  Weôre told that 
even the most humble among us have a share in the mission Christ gives to His Church. 

Weôre not all called to the ministry of the Apostles or to be prophets like Elisha in todayôs First 
Reading.  But each of us is called to a holy life (see 2 Timothy 1:9; 1 Thessalonians 4:3). 

At Baptism, our lives were joined forever to the Cross of Christ, as Paul tells us in todayôs 
Epistle.  Baptized into His death, weôre to renounce sin and live for God in Christ Jesus. 

We are to follow Him, each of us taking up our personal cross, as Jesus says in todayôs Gospel. 
That doesnôt mean we will all be asked to suffer a martyrôs death.  But each of us is called to 
self-denial, to the offering of our lives in service of Godôs plan. 

Jesus must be elevated to first place in our lives - above even our closest bonds of kinship and 
love.  By Baptism, weôve been made part of a new family:  the kingdom of God, the Church. 
We are to proclaim that kingdom with our lives, bringing our fathers, our mothers, and all men 
and women to live as little ones under the fatherhood of God and the kingship of the Holy One. 

We do this by opening our hearts and homes to the service of the Lord, following the         
Shunnamite womanôs example in todayôs First Reading.  As Jesus tells us, weôre to receive   
others - not only prophets but also little children, the poor, and the imprisoned - as we receive 
Christ Himself (see Matthew 18:5; 25:31ï46). 

As we sing in todayôs Psalm, we are to testify to His favors and kindness in our lives. 

Weôre to hold fast to the promise - that if we have died with Christ, we shall also live, that if we 
lose our lives for His sake, we shall find our reward and walk forever in His countenance.
